Youth Political Participation Program (YPPP) 
Goals & Responsibilities:

Through research, public service, and education, YPPP celebrates and supports the political learning and engagement of young people. The program includes three core projects:

· RU ReadyTM A civic engagement initiative administered in area high schools
· RU VotingTM An effort to register, educate, and mobilize Rutgers students to participate in local, state, and national elections
· Young Elected Leaders Project (YELP) Research and capacity-building regarding young people running for and holding public office

Working under the supervision of the program’s director and with a team of other students, YPPP interns support the mission and efforts of the program in a variety of ways including: 

· Preparing and administering RU ReadyTM’s in-class workshops& Young Leaders Conference (Spring)

· Supporting RU VotingTM’s mobilization and related research efforts

· Maintaining the YELP database & supporting efforts to further the project

· Maintaining the YPPP website and social media outlets

Grading/Course Requirements:

· 60% of each student’s grade is based upon the number of hours completed during the course of the semester.  Students must complete at least 120 hours in order to earn a B, 135 hours to earn a B+, and 150 hours to earn an A.

· 30% of a student’s grade is based upon a cumulative reflection paper.
· 10% of each student’s grade is based upon their overall performance throughout the semester – their reliability, enthusiasm, self-sufficiency, etc.  Students will be informed mid-semester how well they are performing in this area in order to make any necessary improvements by the end of the semester.

· Students are expected to complete at least one-half of their hours at the Eagleton Institute.  All interns MUST submit a signed timesheet weekly.  

· Students working on RU ReadyTM must be fingerprinted and adhere to a background check in order to participate in this program.
